ANTHONY EDKINS was born in 1927 in Cheshire, England; he has
lived in Madrid, San Francisco and New York, as well as London
where he again resides, currently working on a novel and a
translation of Manrique’s Coplas; recent work includes The Poetry
of Luis Cernuda (co-editor/translator — New York U.P.).

G. S. SHARAT CHANDRA was born in Nanjangud, Mysore State and
is Professor of English at Washington State University in Pull-
man, Washington.
