J O H N B E S T O N is a medievalist who also writes on contemporary Pacific 
literature. He has recently completed a translation of the Old French 
romance Galeran de Bretagne. 

J E A N - P I E R R E D U R i x teaches English at the University of Dijon (France). He 
has published widely on Wilson Harris and translated three of his novels into 
French. He has also written on such authors as Doris Lessing, Ngugi, and 
Salman Rushdie. He is editor of Commonwealth, the French journal of 
Commonwealth studies. 

Y A S M I N E G O O N E R A T N E ' S most recent book is Silence, Exile and Cunning: The 
Fiction of Ruth Prawer Jhabvala (Orient Longman, 1983). Other publica­
tions include Jane Austen and Alexander Pope (Cambridge University Press, 
1970, 1976), a critical study of nineteenth-century Sri Lankan writing 
(1968) and three volumes of poetry. She is Associate Professor of English at 
Macquarie University, New South Wales, which conferred on her in 1981 
the first D.Litt. degree awarded in Commonwealth Literature studies. 

J E A N D E G R A N D S A I G N E has taught for some fifteen years at the University of 
Ibadan and Benin-city. He is currently Associate Professor of French and 
Comparative Literature. He has translated Chinua Archebe's Girls at War 
under the title Femmes en guerre. 

B R I A N H E N D E R S O N has published three books of poetry, and has two forth­
coming. At present he is working on a critical piece for ECW's Canadian 
Writers and Their Work series. 

S U S A N I O A N N O U was born in Toronto in 1944 and educated at the University 
of Toronto, where she won a Norma Epstein Foundation Award for Poetry.
