B E R T A L M O N is Professor of English at the University of Alberta. He is the 
author of Gary Snyder (Western Writers Series, 1979) and six volumes of 
poetry, including Calling Texas (Thistledown Press, 1990). 

D E S M O N D G R A H A M lectures at the University of Newcastle upon Tyne. He is 
the biographer of Keith Douglas and is one of four poets included in Seren 
Poets 2 (Bridgend, M i d Glamorgan) due in 1992. He has published A

Press ).
